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1. Application Overview 

GoNews is a newsreader application that downloads news from any web-site over 

the internet to your Windows Mobile device and allows you to browse through 

the different news articles that were downloaded to your Windows Mobile device 

at any time. 

 

GoNews automatically connects to all news web-sites of your selection, 

downloads (/aggregate) the most recent news articles for you, organize 

everything with a clean and easy to use display. After content download is 

finished you can browse through the different articles and read all of the content 

that was downloaded. Because GoNews downloads all of the articles content to 

your device you can easily read all news even when your device is offline, for 

example during your morning train ride to work or during a flight when you have 

no network access in most cases. 

 

GoNews offers a set of simple-to-use tools that helps you manage all different 

news articles that were downloaded, browse and read through the different 

articles and manage new content updates very easily. 
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2. GoNews Channels and Articles 

Your GoNews content is organized in channel. Each GoNews channel represents a 

web-site that you download news from. 

 

Each channel holds a list of articles that were downloaded for this specific channel 

and thus all of your articles are organized within channels according to the web-

sites they were downloaded from. 

 

3. GoNews Main View ς The Channels View 

When launching GoNews and following 

the first time-configuration wizard you 

reach GoNews Channels View, which is 

the main view. At the center of this 

display you will find a list of all available 

channels as you configured to include 

with GoNews. 

 

Each channel in the list includes several 

details about the web-site it represents. 

The channel title usually indicates the 

name of the web-site it represents. Below 

the title you can find the last update date 

and time that the channels content was 

updated from the internet. At the right side of each channel item you will find a 

count with two numbers similar to this “20/30”, the first number indicates the 
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number of read articles and the second is the total number of articles currently 

available within the channel. 

 

Pressing on the channels list and then swiping your finger up or down, without 

releasing your finger in between, will activate the Touch Scrolling technology used 

with GoNews Touch and will allow you to easily scroll through the list of channels 

using finger navigation. 

With GoNews you can organize your channels by categories. At the top of the 

Channel Display view you can find the currently selected channels category you 

are viewing, but default this will be set to All Categories, which means the list of 

channels at the center of the screen will list all available channels. 

 

At the bottom of the view you can find the Touch Tray Bar control, another Touch 

Technology used with GoNews Touch to help you easily navigate and use GoNews 

with finger navigation only. 

 

The left most button allows you to change the currently selected channels-

category on the main Channels View; The center button will initiate a content 

update for all of your channels from the internet; and the right most button will 

take you to GoNews main menu display for additional options.  
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4. GoNews Articles Views 

Tapping one of the channels in the 

Channels View will open the selected 

channel, taking you to GoNews Articles 

View. The Articles View includes a list of 

all available articles for the selected 

channel. 

 

At the top of the Articles View you will 

find the view title including the name of 

the channels its articles are currently 

displayed with the view. At the right side 

of the title you will find the read/unread 

articles counter, similar to the counter 

available on the main Channels Views. 

 

At the center of the Articles View you’ll find a list of all articles available for this 

channel. Similar to the Channels View, swiping your finger on top of the articles 

list up or down will scroll through the articles available for this channel. 

 

When possible, GoNews will download and generate a thumbnail picture for each 

article that will be positioned at the left side of each article item that helps 

identify the article content more easily. At the top of each article item you will 

find the article’s title. Below the article title is the time and date that the article 

was downloaded. 

At the right side of each article item there is a small icon indicating the content 

type of the article item. An RSS-like icon ( ) indicates that this article was

downloaded from an RSS feed, hence including partial content of the complete 

article. A news-article like icon ( ) indicates that the article content is full-text 

type article, which mean you will find the entire article content included. 

 

Similar to the main Channels View the Articles View also features the Touch Tray 

Bar control at the bottom of the display. Using the left most button you can easily 

switch back to the main Channels View. The center button will initiate an update 

only for the content of the currently selected channel and the right-most button 

will open up the Articles View menu for additional options available for this view. 
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5. Reading an Article  

Tapping one of the articles in the Articles 

View will open the selected article for 

reading within GoNews. When available, 

GoNews will also download the article 

images and have them displayed as part of 

the article display dialog. 

 

Similar to other GoNews Touch views, the 

Article View offers complete gestures 

control, allowing users to easily navigate 

through an article content using finger 

swiping only. Like all other views, swiping 

your finger vertically will scroll through the 

article content. Additionally, swiping your 

finger horizontally takes you to the previous/next articles, this way allowing you 

to easily navigate between the different channel’s articles using horizontal 

gestures. 

 

The left most bottom button is used to exit the Article Display and will take you 

back to the Articles View. 

The left and right-pointing arrow buttons are used to easily navigate through the 

different articles for this channel without having to go back to the Articles View 

each time to switch to different articles, so you can easily navigate to the next or 

previous article directly from one of the articles display. These buttons are similar 

to the horizontal swiping gesture available within this dialog too. 
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Pressing the center button will open Outlook on your device and will prepare the 

current article as an email to a recipient of your choice. Use this feature to easily 

email interesting articles to different people directly from GoNews.  

The right button opens a menu allowing you to change the font size used for the 

article display and choose between larger fonts vs. smaller fonts with more 

content display on the screen size. 

 

After reading an article the Unread/Read count for this channel, which is 

displayed on the Articles View and the Channels View will update accordingly and 

the article will be marked as read automatically. 

 

6. Using Channel Categories 

Let’s get back to the main Channels View we started with and review the way 

Channel Categories are handled and used. 

 

Channel Categories are used to organize your different channels in categories. For 

example, you can create a category for News channels, Sports channels, 

Technology channels and so forth. With GoNews you can define as many channel-

categories you would like and organize your different channels within those 

categories. 

 

As mentioned earlier, the currently active channels-category is displayed at the 

top title of the main Channels View, allowing you to easily see which channels you 

are viewing on the display. 
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Pressing the bottom left button placed at 

the Touch Tray Bar will open up the 

channel categories selection menu. Using 

this menu you can easily switch between 

the different channel categories and 

switch to any different category you wish. 

To select a category from the list simply 

tap it with your finger, the category will be 

selected and you will be taken back to the 

Channels View showing only channels 

available in the newly selected channel-

categories you’ve just selected. 

 

To configure your list of channel 

categories you should enter the channel categories menu and press again the left 

bottom button (yellow filter with a configuration wheel icon), this will bring up 

the channel categories configuration panel where you can create new channels, 

rename or delete any of your existing channels. 

 

a. Moving a Channel to a Different Category 

If you would to move a channel to a different category you should first select the 

channel from the main Channels View. Once you reach the Articles View for this 

channel press the bottom right menu button, this will take you to the channel 

menu. 

 

From the menu choose the Change Category item. This will bring the channels 

category screen where you can choose any of the categories from the list. 

Pressing the OK button will move this channel to the newly selected category.
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7. Adding a New Channel 

One of the basic things you are most likely 

to do when first configuring GoNews 

Touch is setting up your list of channels 

you wish to follow with GoNews. The list 

of channels you configure will define what 

content is downloaded to your GoNews 

upon each update you do and what 

content will be included with your 

GoNews. Your Channel configuration 

defines GoNews content for you. 

 

To get started you should get back to the 

main Channels View. Once reached this 

view press the right bottom menu button 

to enter GoNews main menu. From the menu, choose the first New Channel 

option. 

 

This will open up the New Channel wizard for you, allowing you to add new 

channels. On the first screen you will find six different options: 

 

a. Configure Google Reader syncing 

 

Using this option you can configure GoNews Touch to synchronize with your 

Google Reader account. Google Reader is a free online service from Google 

allowing users to track news from multiple web-sites on their PC computer, 
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similar to GoNews Touch but on your PC. Using this unique syncing capability 

between GoNews Touch and Google Reader, GoNews Touch can be used as the 

perfect interface for Google Reader users on their mobile devices. 

 

When selecting this option you will be taken to the Google Reader configuration 

screen where you are asked to configure your Google Reader login details. Using 

the label option you can setup GoNews Touch to sync only with specific folders 

within your Google Reader and not all of your content. 

 

After configuring these options you should single press the “Synchronize with 

Google Reader” option so that a thumb icon is displayed on the right side of this 

option. This indicates Google Reader syncing is enabled. 

 

Click the confirm button at the bottom touch tray bar to confirm changes and 

your Google Reader content will be synchronized automatically upon your 

following GoNews Touch content update. 

 

b. Browse GoNews channels catalog 

This option takes you to a folders-like browser where you can browse through a 

list of pre-defined channels catalog that is delivered with GoNews Touch. Use the 

Back Folder menu item to navigate back to higher folders in the hierarchy when 

navigating between the different available channels catalog. 

 

Tapping on one of the channel items will mark it with a check mark on the right 

side. Another press will uncheck marked items. You can navigate through the 

different folders and check all channels in the list you would like to add to your 
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channels list. Pressing the Confirm button will close the channels selection dialog 

and will add all channels you checked to your GoNews channels display. You will 

need to update the newly added channels for the first time to download their 

new content to GoNews. 

When using this option and browsing through the different available channels, 

GoNews will display only channels that aren’t already included in your channels 

list. This means that as you continue adding more channels from the list of 

available OPML channels you will notice the number of channels listed decrease 

since included channels are removed from this list. 

 

c. Add specific RSS URL 

Using this option you can add new channels based on their specific RSS link. 

Nowadays, most web-sites offer an RSS stream used to stream news feeds from 

this specific web-site to subscribers. 

 

When subscribing to a web-site RSS feed you will receive the latest headlines 

from this specific web-site. Some web-sites offer several RSS feeds with different 

link each based on topics. As an example, a common RSS feeds division for a 

major news site will be: economics, world news, sports and so on… where you can 

choose which RSS feeds you would like to subscribe too based on the topics of 

your interest. Kind of like the structure of daily newspaper sections. 

 

Once you know the specific RSS link you wish to add, choose this option to add a 

new channel based on the RSS link. After choosing this option you will need to fill 

in two fields, the first option is where you need to type in the exact URL of the 

RSS feed. After saving this option you should enter the second option and type in 

the channel title. This will be the title displayed for this newly added channel. 
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Web-sites usually place the RSS icon at the top or bottom of their web-site. 

Pressing this button commonly brings a list of all RSS feeds this web-site offer. 

Each of these channels can be added to GoNews. 

 

To read more about RSS, learn some more how to recognize the RSS icon 

including an image of the RSS icon and more you can check out RSS page at 

Wikipedia at the following link: 

http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/RSS_(file_format) 

 

d. Import OPML file 

Using this option you can add new channels from specific OPML file. When 

selecting this option a file selection dialog will be opened. Use the file selection 

dialog to navigate through your device files and choose the OPML file you wish to 

add. 

 

After selecting the OPML file you wish to add you can choose either to add all 

channels included within the selected OPML file or to navigate within the OPML 

file and select only specific channels you wish to add from those included in the 

OPML file. When selecting the option to add only specific channels the OPML file 

channels will be opened in a browse-style display similar to the one described in 

option 7.b. here above. 

 

You can generate OPML files including list of channels yourself by exporting your 

list of channels from different news readers or download OPML files including list 

of channels from the internet.

e. Choose from installed templates 

One of the advanced options that GoNews offer is the ability to add new channels 

based on special templates. These templates provide GoNews with instructions 

how to parse specific web-site content and generate article’s structure that can 

later be used with GoNews. 

 

Using GoNews templates support users can add any web-site at all as a new 

channel, including web-sites that do not offer RSS feed that can be subscribed 

too. 

All your available GoNews templates should be placed within the Templates 

folder. The Templates is located within GoNews default installation. If you 

installed GoNews using the default installation folder the path for this folder 

should be: 

\Program Files\GoNews Touch\Templates 

 

Templates creation requires some level of technical and computers 

understanding, but at the same time not too complicated. 

 

Our users are invited to share templates that they create within the GoNews 

Templates forum at our web-site. If you created a template for a new web-site we

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invite you to share your creation with other users and help others find the newly 

created template too. GoNews Templates Sharing forum can be found here:

If you are looking for a specific web-site template we suggest that you first start 

by searching the GoNews Templates Sharing at the link here above. If a template 

for the specific web-site you are looking for still doesn’t exists you can also create 

this template yourself and upload it to the forum so others will be able to find and 

use it too in the future.

f. Download GoNews online channels 

Similar to option e, this option will list all available templates on your device to 

choose channels you can add to GoNews, however, before listing all available 

channels for you to choose from it will first connect to the internet and download 

all available templates from our online server so you will have a wider selection of 

channels to choose from.

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8. Exporting Your Channels 

To export your GoNews channels to an OPML file enter GoNews main menu and 

choose the option Export. This will open up the file selection dialog where you can 

choose the target file you would like to save your exported channels OPML file 

too. The file is then saved within you’re my Documents folder based on the file 

name and folder of your selection within the Export saving dialog. 

 

The export option allow you to store all of your channels configuration as one 

OPML file that you can easily load back with other applications on other 

platforms. OPML format is the common format to store lists of RSS feeds and 

most applications will have an option to import configuration from OPML file.
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9. GoNews Settings 

GoNews Settings offer additional configuration and customization options that 

will help you configure GoNews for your 

specific needs. Additionally you can access 

the GoNews Registration and About views 

dialogs through GoNews Settings section 

too. 

 

To access GoNews Settings you should 

first open GoNews main menu from the 

main Channels View. Once within the 

main menu, press the left bottom button 

to access GoNews Settings. 

 

The main GoNews Settings screen display 

includes a list of all available setting sections you will find within GoNews Settings. 

Pressing any of the options in this list will enter this specific settings section for 

additional configuration you can find. 

 

a. Content Settings 

 
1. Limit Number Of Articles – use this option to configure the maximum 

number of articles that GoNews will cache for a single channel. Once the 

specified number of articles is reached, GoNews will delete older articles 

and will replace those with newer articles that are downloaded for this 

specific channel. 
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2. Download and Show Images If Possible ς When enabled, GoNews will try 

to download the all images for your article and will display this image as 

part of the article content. If no image is available for the specified article 

no images are included. 

3. Download Full-Text Articles If Template Exists – If a template exists for one 

of the web-sites, GoNews will first default to try and use the template to 

download the full-text article instead of downloaded RSS shorter version of 

the article. 

 

b. Auto Update 

 
1. Auto Update Mode – Use this option to enable auto-updates with 

GoNews. Auto-updates allow you to automatically update your GoNews 

content every specific time interval or on specific hour. When 

configured, GoNews will start updating your content automatically 

based on the specific configured. 

 

Four options are available: 

a. No auto update – auto-updates are disabled. 

b. When ActiveSync enabled – auto updates will work only through 

active sync connection, without establishing wireless or data 

connections. 

c. Connect automatically – auto update automatically, will try to 

establish a new connection with all available options. 

d. Connect on schedule – when selected you can configure auto-

updates on certain time of the day instead of interval based 

updates. 

 

2. Update Time Limitations – The second option in this page allows you to 

configure time limitation to run updates so that you can configure how 

often GoNews will try to run an update for your content. When the first

option is set to Connect on Schedule you will be able to configure here 

the time of the day GoNews should auto-update. 

 

c. Data Storage 

 
1. Store All Data On Card – Checking this option will store all of your caches 

GoNews channels data to your device storage card instead of storing the 

data on the device main memory. 

 

d. Network 

 
1. Proxy – Use this option to configure your connection proxy. This option 

should be used if you connect through a proxy server to allow GoNews to 

download content through your connection proxy server configuration. 

 
2. Prompt to Establish a Connection ς When checked, GoNews will prompt 

before establishing a network connection and won’t establish a connection 

without receiving acknowledgment from the user.  

 
3. Email Account ς Use this option to select which email account will be used 

to email articles when using the option to email articles from the Article 

Display dialog. All of your configured email accounts on the device will be 

listed within this selection combo box. 

 

e. About / Registration 

The About option will take you to GoNews About screen dialog where you can 

find the complete version details of the current GoNews version you are using. 
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When contacting our support team with questions it is best to include the 

complete version details of the current version you are currently using as 

specified in the About screen. 

 

If your version is not registered yet, this option will also allow you to enter the 

Registration dialog where you should input your registration username and key 

you received after registering GoNews. 

 

Please notice that once you typed your registration information GoNews 

Registration dialog will disappear from the Settings menu and won’t be available 

any longer. The About screen will indicate that your version is now registered. 

 

10. Registering GoNews 

 

GoNews comes with 12 day trial version. After the trial expires GoNews will cease 

to operate and you will need to register it to continue using GoNews. After you 

registered GoNews you will immediately receive your registration details for 

GoNews. 

 

The registration details you receive should be entered within GoNews 

Registration dialog to unlock the trial 12 day limitations.
