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1. Introduction ï What is PhoneWeaver? 
 
PhoneWeaver is an application for tƻŎƪŜǘ t/ΩǎΣ targeted at Phone Edition devices, which 
mainly allows you to switch profiles. A profile can contain settings for sounds, ring 
tones, backlight, WiFi, Bluetooth, Push e-mail, Phone (flight mode on/off), etc. 
For example, you can create a profile that turns your sound ON on every weekday on 7 
AM, and on every weekend day on 10 AM, and another profile that switches your sound 
OFF every day on 10 PM. This way, you never need to worry about waking up in the 
night when someone calls you, because you forgot to mute your device. 
 
PhoneWeaver also offers a customizable in features and size Today screen plug-in, 
which allows you to easily manually switch to another profile, and toggle Bluetooth, 
WiFi, the Phone (Flight Mode), and Push email. You can use it as a Popup menu if you 
ŘƻƴΩǘ ǳǎŜ ǘƘŜ ¢ƻŘŀȅ {ŎǊŜŜƴΦ You can even choose to have PhoneWeaver available with 
just a single icon in the upper task bar or in the bottom system tray, which can help you 
save even more space on your Today screen, and still have PhoneWeaver easily 
accessible! Another option is to use PhoneWeaver in your favorite program launcher 
(such as iLauncher). Just tap the PhoneWeaver icon and select the desired profile! More 
about PhoneWeaver layouts can be found in chapter 3.  
 
Notes:  

¶ Backlight is a very OEM and Device dependent feature and it cannot be assured 
that backlight control works on all devices. 

¶ If you visit SBSH forums at http://forums.sbsh.net, the abbreviation for 
PhoneWeaver is PhW. If you see people talking about PhW, they mean 
PhoneWeaver. If they are talking about PW, it is very likely that they are talking 
about SBSH PocketWeather.

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2. Installation 
 
When downloaded, PhoneWeaver will be in a zip file. Unzip this file to find the 
installation files.  
To install by exe - just tap on the .exe file on your desktop. Make sure that you have 
your device connected to your computer and synced. Then just follow the directions of 
the installer. 
To install is by cab file ς just take the cab file for your Operating System which is located 
in the download folder. Move the cab file for your Operating System over to your device 
by using file explorer on your PC. Then navigate to the location of the cab file on your 
device and tap on it to start the installation. 
 
Compatibility 
 
PhoneWeaver is a Pocket PC application, Windows Mobile 5 (including Phone Edition), 
Windows Mobile 6.x Classic and Windows Mobile 6.x Professional.  
 
Installation can bring up a popup during the installation on (only if PhoneWeaver has 
been installed before). This lets you know that the previous version of PhoneWeaver will 
be uninstalled before re-installation. Tap on ok as this is normal.  
 
After selecting where PhoneWeaver should be installed (installing on external storage is 
supported, as the essential files will always be placed on internal storage), you can 
follow the progress on your screen. At the final stage of installation a screen will appear 
that says installation was successful.  
 
Important note: After installation, there are default profiles set. Make sure to start 
configuring PhoneWeaver right away. PhoneWeaver menu icon will be created under 
your start menu and PhoneWeaver Options icon will be created under Settings\System 
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Example installation screens and PhoneWeaver in the start menu. 
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3. The PhoneWeaver Today Screen 
 
 
When first installed, PhoneWeaver will look like this. You can divide this screen in 
several parts: 
 

 
 

PhoneWeaver Today screen 
 

1. The Options icon 
In the upper-left corner. Depending on configuration can show a generic icon or a 
specific profile icon assigned to the current profile. PhoneWeaver provides several 
example icons and you can add your own ones or download from the PhoneWeaver 
forums. 
Tapping on the Options icon brings up PhW Options. You can read about this in coming 
chapters. 
 
2. The Trigger icon 
Under the Options icon it is the trigger icon. It shows the kind of trigger the current 
profile has used. For example, if you see a clock icon, the profile is a Time based profile, 
and was triggered because for example 21:00 was passed. If you also see a hand icon, 
this means that the profile is Time based, but was manually selected in this case, to 
override another profile. 
 
3. The PadLock icon

example when it is in flight mode while on a plane. There is a PadLock icon that will 
block the profile until released. 
 
 4. The Profiles section  
This shows the currently active profile.  Can be configured to show the profile name or a 
large, touch friendly version of the profile Icon (or the one of the trigger if the profile 
ƘŀǎƴΩǘ ŀƴ ƛŎƻƴ ŀǎǎƛƎƴŜŘύ. 
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Profile drop down menu 
 

If you tap on the Profile name, you will see a drop down menu or launch the touch 
popup menu (explained later). You can manually select one of these profiles to activate 
it.  
You can also choose PhoneWeaver Auto, which will go back to the most recent NOT 
manually selected profile. 
For example, if a Time based profile was activated at 10 AM, a Power based profile on 
10:30 AM, and you manually selected another profile on 10:45 AM, PhoneWeaver will 
return to the Power based profile. If you disconnect the device from the charger, 
PhoneWeaver will return to the Time based profile from 10 AM.  
To the left of the profile names there is the trigger type icon, and to the right there is 
the specific profile icon. The currently running profile is shown in bold font. Read more 
about the PhoneWeaver profile logic in chapter 8. 
 
5. The LEDs section  
This shows if Bluetooth, WiFi, Phone and/or Push email are on or off.  You can also add a 
Cellular Data call LED. 
You can also tap a LED icon to manually toggle one of these functions on or off! 
Which LEDs are visible, their size and in which order they are displayed, can be set in 
PhW Options ς Today Plugin (chapter 7). 
 
6. The counters section  
In the counters section we have four counters for unread SMS/MMS, email, missed calls 
and voice messaging. Tapping these counters lets PhoneWeaver launch the appropriate 
program (and messaging folder). 
 
Those counters can be selected to be small or big. In the later case the background color 
of the number will show if there are unattended items.
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3.1 Other PhoneWeaver Today Screen layouts 
 
Instead of the default layout described above, there are various alternatives. There are 
three modes for the Today Plugin: Stylus (small icons), Thumbs (large icons), and 
Customizable, where (the size of) each icon can be selected. These modes can be chosen

the PhoneWeaver work. 
PhoneWeaver can be also managed from an independent popup menu. 
 
Today Plugin 
 
If size is a concern, reducing the icons and/or counters, PhW will switch automatically to 
άƻƴŜ ƭƛƴŜ ƳƻŘŜέ.  It could even switch to a minimal, one line with profile icon layout if 
necessary. 
 

 
 

Today Screen plugin in stylus and one line modes 
 
There are not a lot of differences between the Thumbs mode and Stylus modes: both 
have an icon and a name indicating the profile and enter to Options, lock and Trigger 
icons, the counters for the messaging and missed calls and [95Ωǎ ǘƻ ƛƴŘƛŎŀǘŜ the status 
of Bluetooth, Wifi, Phone and Push or toggle their status.  
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Popup Menu 
 
Here you also have several ways of displaying PhoneWeaver:

from your device OEM or if you want to access PhoneWeaver from any other program. 
In the system tray, where you might already have other icons. If this is the case, you can 
save valuable space on your Today Screen by using PhoneWeaver in this way.  
All you will see of PhoneWeaver is a small icon displaying the icon of active profile. If the 
profile has no icon defined the trigger type will be shown (for example, a Time or 
Agenda triggered profile). Also if the profile is blocked, a padlock icon will show us this 
condition. When a not-manual profile is manually selected, a small hand will partially 
cover the icon. 
Other way to use Popup Mode is in your favorite program launcher such as iLauncher, 
where you can see a PhoneWeaver icon which can be tapped. You can also assign it to a 
hardware button, allowing opening the menu under any other program.

Any of these options will open a popup menu or a Touch popup menu when tapped, 
which will contain all the necessary information: 
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PhoneWeaver popup menu 
 
First displayed are the available profiles, in bold the currently active profile. Then is the

Touch Popup menu 
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Touch popup menu 
 
The Touch popup menu allows you to easily select any PhoneWeaver profile, LED or 
counter with your fingers. If there are more profiles or counters that the initially 
displayed, you can touch scroll the profiles panel to reach the profile desired. 
 
Changing from profiles panel to counters panel can be done with an horizontal finger 
sweep. The lower indicators show you what is the current panel. 
 
In the first panel, apart from the profiles, you have PhoneWeaver Auto as the first 
option and a link to PhoneWeaver Options program as the last item.

The item selected will be highlighted. Right arrow will leave you to the second panel 
while the left one will leave you to the lock panel that we will see below. 
 
The menu will close automatically when you press any option or tap outside the panel.. 
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PocketBreeze tab 
 
The last way to display PhoneWeaver is inside a PocketBreeze tab in the Today Screen. 
This puts PhoneWeaver inside PocketBreeze in a layout similar to the Today Plugin 
layout.

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4. PhoneWeaver Options 
 

 
 

If you tap the Options icon on the Today screen (see chapter 3), the icon under 
Settings\System or the links on PhoneWeaver popup menus the PhW Options screen 
will be opened. You can see it below. 

 

 
 

The PhW Options screen and the About screen 
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The softkey functions 
 
As you can see, you can choose Exit and Menu.  
 

Exit 
Exit closes the PhW Options and saves your changes, returning you to the 
Today screen. 

 
Menu 

Menu opens the Menu popup menu you see in the screenshot above. 
Here you have four options: 
Export Settings ς You can export your settings and profiles here, making 
a manual backup of them. You can set a custom File Name if you want, 
and choose a location to save the exported settings. PIN is not saved for 
security reasons. (See screenshot below) 
Register - Register button to register your copy of PhoneWeaver after 
purchasing. 
Import Settings ς You can import a previous exported file here, restoring 
a backup of your PhoneWeaver settings and profiles. Browse to the 
location and choose Select to import the settings. (See screenshot below) 
Cancel ς Close PhW Options without saving changes.

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Tapping this icon takes you to the General settings page of PhW Options. It is discussed 
in chapter 5. 
 
The άProfilesέ icon 
 
Tapping this icon takes you to the Profiles page of PhW Options, where you can change 
your profiles. It is discussed in chapter 6. 
 
The άToday Pluginέ icon 
 
Tapping this icon takes you to the Today Plug-in settings page of PhW Options. Here you 
can change settings for the appearance of the PhoneWeaver Today plug-in. It is 
discussed in chapter 7.

Tapping this icon takes you to the Popup menu settings page of PhW Options. Here you 
can change settings for the appearance of the PhoneWeaver popup menu. It is 
discussed in chapter 7.

 Opens the About screen where you can see the version of PhoneWeaver, and tap the

the Register button on the About screen, PhoneWeaver is already registered! 
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5. PhoneWeaver Options - General 
 
In this section, you can set some general settings. Pressing Save saves those settings and 
returns to the previous screen. Pressing Cancel returns to the previous screen without 
saving the changes.  
 
 

 
 

The General page in PhW Options 
 

Language 
 
Here you can set the language for PhoneWeaver. 
 
Pin (Optional) 
 
If you have set a PIN code for your device in Start ς Settings ς Phone, you can enter your 
PIN here. This will allow PhW to automatically enter the PIN for you when a profile turns 
ON the Phone. If the PIN is required to turn the phone ON and is not entered in this box 
or it is incorrect, the usual PIN entering screen will be launched. 
Note: For security reasons, you will see ****, ŜǾŜƴ ƛŦ ȅƻǳ ƘŀǾŜƴΩǘ entered a PIN 
previously.  
Note: if you enter the wrong PIN here, you will still be asked for your PIN code. 
  
Voice mail number 
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Select the number of your voice mail service here. 
 
Backlight levels 
 
Here you can set the amount of backlight levels for your device. Changing this value will 
change the amount of backlight levels that are available on the Others page in the 
Profiles section of PhW Options. (See chapter 6 about this).  
 
The default for the Backlight levels is 4, but each device has its own OEM defined 
backlight level number. This is the number of backlight levels you can select in your

This function does not allow you to create extra levels, so if your device has 4 backlight 
levels and you specify in this screen to have 8 backlight levels, this ŘƻŜǎƴΩǘ create extra 
increments. PhoneWeaver uses different ways to handle backlight in order to cover all 
devices, so random behavior may occur if you set the backlight level to a higher amount 
than your device provides. 
 
Minimum Backlight level

it is your case, select it here.  
 
Skin 
 
You can change the appearance of PhoneWeaver by selecting another skin here. Skins 
can be downloaded from PhoneWeaver forums or maybe you can design one yourself!  
 
Today plugin tap sound 
 
Select here if you want a small click to be played when the today plug-in icons are 
tapped. 
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6. PhW Options - Profiles 
 
In this section, you can set your profiles. Pressing Save saves the profile changes and 
returns to the previous screen. Pressing Menu opens a popup menu with commands to 
improve one handed navigation. So you can access options in three ways: on the right 
side of the screen, in the Menu soft key menu, and by tap-and-hold on a profile.  
 

 
 

The Profiles screen in PhW Options 
 
The Profiles list 
 
The list  left shows you which profiles currently exist. You see the icon, which represents 
how this profile is triggered, and the profile name. This is the meaning for the icons: 
Hand ς Manually 
Clock ς Time 
Power cable ς Active Sync/Power 
Agenda ς Agenda 
World ς Location 
 
If an icon has a red X, it means that the profile is disabled (see below). 
To the right and down of the profile name the selected profile icon (if one) is shown. 
 
The options 
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These are the available commands tapping the item, the Menu soft key and the tap-and-
hold menu; with their explanation: 
 

Edit...  
(Or double tap on profile name) This will open a new screen where you 
can configure your profiles. We will discuss this below. 

 
 
 
 
New 

Creates a new profile, which is prepopulated with the default settings.

Delete  

Deletes the currently selected profile. 
 
Up/Down 

With the profile item arrows. Moves a profile up or down in the list. If 
two profiles have the same 'rights' to be activated, the highest profile in 
the list will be activated. The order shown here will also be the order 
used in the Today Screen pop-up menu.  

 
Disable/Enable 

Disables or enables the selected profile (depending on the status of the 
selected profile). The icon in the Profiles box will change to represent the 
status of the profile. 

 
Hide from menu 

This one can only be selected from the tap-and-hold menu and allows to 
hide an Enabled profile from the menus because we use it only in 
automatic mode. Not available on manual profiles. 
 

Rename 
Allow you to rename a profile.

After you press Edit, you will see a new screen with five tabs: Trigger, Sounds, Comm., 
Backlight and Other. They will be discussed here. 
 
In the taskbar you see the current edited profile name. Selecting Menu you will see a 
whole list of profiles meaning that if you select a profile here, you can switch tabs and 
change settings for the same profile. The reversed logic is also true: if you go to a tab, 
you can choose a different profile for which you can change the settings. 
 
Pressing Save saves the changes you made, and returns you to the previous screen. 
Selecting Menu and Pressing Cancel returns you to the previous screen without saving 
the changes. 
 
¢ƘŜ άTriggerέ tab 
 
In this screen you can change how your profiles will be triggered, meaning: when should 
this profile be activated? 
You can only let your profile be automatically triggered in ONE way so you can not set a 
profile to be Agenda AND Time triggered. But, of course, you can create a copy of your 
profile and let that be triggered in a different way. 
 
By choosing a different option from the Trigger menu, one of the following options 
becomes available: Manual, Time, Agenda, AS/Power. They will be discussed below.

If this is selected, that profile is allowed to override another profile. Note that ALL 
profiles can always override a Time based profile. Manual profiles can only be set

profile yourself, so thereby you allow the Manual profile to override another. See 
chapter 8 for more information about the PhoneWeaver profile logic. 
Screenshots are below the explanations. 
 

 
Manual 

If you set your profile to Manual, it will not be triggered automatically in 
any case. You can activate this profile manually from the Today screen 
plug-in. You can also set a Timeout to indicate that the profile should 
automatically switch off again after a specific amount of time. If you use 
PhoneWeaver on your Today screen, or inside PocketBreeze, a timer is 
displayed showing you how much longer that profile will be active.  

 
 Time 

If you decide to make your profile Time based, set this screen. The letters 
across the screen represent the week days. You can set a time on the 
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right, and tap the boxes for the days on which the profiles should be 
started at that time. For example, if you want your profile to start at 7 
AM on weekdays and at 9 AM on weekend days, check the boxes M T W 
T F in the first row and set the first time to 07:00. Then tap the boxes S S 
in the second row, and set the second time to 09:00.  
You can also set up to four times for a day, by tapping two boxes under a 
day and setting different times for them. 

 
 Agenda 

Here you can choose settings for a profile that should be changed based 
on your appointments. 
Category - The profile will trigger only for specific category appointments. 
Sensibility - The profile will trigger only for specific sensibility 
appointments. 
 
You can also restrict PhoneWeaver to only change the profile if an 
appointment with the specified status also has attendees specified. 
 
The other options are: Tentative, Busy, Out of Office and Free. 
You can also tap multiple boxes, to let your profile be triggered by (for 
example) both Tentative appointments and Busy appointments 

 
 AS/Power 

Take these settings if you want your profile to be changed (Triggered) 
when the device is connected to Active Sync and/or External Power. 
If you: 
[*] tap one of the boxes, the profile will ONLY be triggered on that 
condition. 
[*] tap both ActiveSync Connected and External Power, the profile will be 
triggered when ONE or BOTH of the conditions are true, so for example 
also when your device is on a car charger.  
[*] also tap the "And" box, this profile is ONLY triggered when the device 
is on external power and ALSO connected to ActiveSync. 

   
You can add another limitation to this trigger based on the state of the 
external Headset/Hands free connection. This is useful for example to tell 
ǘƘŜ άŎƘŀǊƎŜǊέ ǎǘŀǘŜ ŦǊƻƳ ŀ άŎŀǊ ŎƻƴƴŜŎǘŜŘέ ǎǘŀǘŜΦ 

 
Location 

Location profiles are intended to switch automatically to a profile when 
you are in certain area. To do so, PhoneWeaver monitors the Phone Cell 
Tower at witch you are connected. 
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A certain location can receive several cell towers depending on the phone 
band being used and more factors. PhoneWeaver allows to include as 
many cells to a location profiles as needed. This is also useful to use the 
same location profile (i.e. Silent) at various physical locations. 
When editing a location profile, a message will tell you if the current cell 
is included in the profile or not, giving you the opportunity of remove or 
add the cell from the profile. 
 
Due to Windows Mobile limitations, your phone could do a short flicker 
while suspended every ten minutes if you use Location profiles.

Here you can set the sound status of your device for a profile. This is 
similar as tapping the Volume icon on the top bar of your screen (the 
speaker icon), and selecting one of the options. Available are Disabled, 
Vibrate, Normal, and No Change. If you choose Disabled or Vibrate, the 
rest of the page will be grey. This is because all sounds are turned off, and 
you don't need to set any sounds or sound levels in this situation. (If you 
choose Vibrate, all alarms are automatically set to Vibrate by the device). 
Choosing No Change will leave the sounds the same as they were in the 
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previous profile, so the remaining of the Sounds tab will be grey in this 
situation as well. 

 
If you choose Normal, the rest of the page is available for editing. You can Select: 
On ς This option is selected and will change when the profile is activated. You 
can change the options now. 
No Change ςPhoneWeaver will ignore these settings when the profile is 
activated and leave the settings as they were when the profile was activated. 
You cannot change the options if No change is selected. 
 
Sounds 

Here you can change the sound levels.  
Main -  The sound level of the device. 
Ringer - The sound level of a ring tone. 
Call - The sound level for voice in a phone call. 

 
Alarms 

For the alarms, the same behavior is used. For each alarm, you can select 
the options.  
After picking an alarm from the tab control you can change: 
Type ς HOW an alarm should be (for example: Ring, Vibrate, None). 
Tone ς WHICH alarm should sound (the ring tone). 
Repeat ς The alarm will repeat the sound until dismissed. 
Flash Light ς The alarm will flash the device led for the specified time. 
 
You can test a ring tone by using the Play and Stop buttons. 
 
Notes: 
1. Valid ring tones depend on your device and Operating System, so

located in folder "\windows", WM 6 also supports WMA sounds. 
 

The άComm.έ tab 
 
Here you can change some  communications and radio parameters for each profile. You 
can let a profile toggle these options on, off, or let them unchanged: 
WIFI - WiFi radio activation, might not work on some devices. For example,  
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on some HTC devices you need to enable WiFi once every time after each soft 
reset before this works. 

Bluetooth - Bluetooth wireless technology radio activation. There is an extra option for 
BT discoverable. 
Phone - If you have a Phone Edition device, this can toggle Flight Mode of your device 
ON or OFF (Phone radio OFF or ON), disabling or enabling all incoming and outgoing 
calls and messages. There are three extra options that apart from turning on the phone, 
will answer automatically the calls in speaker mode, activate the speaker mode or 
answer automatically the calls. 
Push email ς Microsoft Exchange Push email technology (WM 5 and up) can be  
Activated/deactivated. You will need to have a configured device to use this option. 
Default Internet Connection ς You can select any of your CommManager Networks for 
internet access. Useful to avoid undesired connections or different site connections. 
Cellular Data connection ςWill establish or drop a cellular data connection to the

Execute  - You can let PhoneWeaver execute something when this profile is activated. 
Check the box, and browse to the item that should be executed. 
For example, you can create a profile that automatically starts the Word file with your 
shopping list every Monday at 4 PM if that is when you go shopping, or start the GPS 
Navigation program when you select your Car defined profile. 
In the next box you can enter additional command line parameters for the executed 
program. 
You can also define that the executed program should close when the profile changes or 
that the profile change when the program ends (or both). 
 
Rotate - Here you can set PhoneWeaver to rotate clockwise or counter-clockwise when 
a new profile is triggered, useful if you also start an application that requires this(using

Power state - Here you can select that the PDA turns on before applying the profile, 
turns off after activating it or even soft reset after the profile is applied
